Saturday Events:
e Swimmers may enter all individual events in their age group.
e Each swimmer may participate in a maximum of one (1) relay.
e Mixed relays must include two (2) boys and two (2) girls.

Sunday Events:
e Swimmers may enter up to six (6) individual events and two (2) relays.
e Each school may enter a maximum of two (2) relay teams per event.

Entry Deadline:
e All entries must be submitted by Monday, 2nd March 2026, at 5:00 PM.
e Entries must be submitted via a TM entry file and accompanied by an entries report.

e No underage swimmers will be accepted.
e No changes to event entries will be allowed on the meet day.
e NT (No Time) entries will not be accepted.
o Withdrawals must be made by Thursday, 5th March 2026, at 5:00 PM. After this
deadline, all entries will be charged, regardless of participation.

e Swimmers' names will not be called individually. No additional announcements will be
made for missing swimmers or relays.
Only swimmers and coaches are permitted in the marshalling area.
Each school is expected to provide at least one coach to assist with marshalling
duties.

Spectators:
e All adults must display a valid school ID badge.
e (Guests without a badge should check in at the reception desk for assistance.

Team Resting Area:
Each team will be assigned a designated rest area within the Sports Hall. All teams must be
supervised by a staff member from their respective school at all times.
