1. The competition will follow World Aquatics Competition Regulations.

All events will be conducted as Time Finals.

Each swimmer may enter a maximum of 4 individual events.

Swimmers must compete in their own age group for individual events.

Each swimmer may participate in a maximum of 4 relay events.

Relay events use combined age groups. Swimmers may compete in a

different age group from their individual events but may enter only one

age group per relay event.

7. If a swimmer is unable to compete in a relay event due to unforeseen
circumstances, the referee’s decision on allowing a substitute will be final.
The substitute must compete in the originally registered age group and

may not change age groups.




8. Each club may enter up to 2 Swimmers per age group per individual
event and 2 relay teams per age group per event. Entries beyond this
limit are not eligible for medals.

9. Swimmers must check in at least 15 minutes before their event.

10. Team managers must submit the team relay lists no later than 9.00 hrs.

on the day of the competition.

Entries are open from now until 23 February 2026

2. Swimmers not affiliated with a club or association under the Thailand

3. Health Declaration
All swimmers must certify that they are in good health, have no
medical conditions that may pose a risk during competition, and are
physically fit to participate in the event.

4. Official Recognition of Results
Competition results will be officially recognized and may be used for:
® Entry qualification for international competitions
® Athlete selection for future development and support programs,

subject to funding availability from relevant organizations

5. Swimmers may review their names and enter events during 25 — 28
February 2026. During this period, the following requests may be
submitted by email to admin@thaiaquatics.or.th :

® Missing entries (with proof of entry submission)
® FEvent withdrawals

® Corrections to name or surname spelling




Entry Fees

1. Fee for Thai Nationality Swimmers:

1. Souvenir Shirt

Each athlete will receive one souvenir shirt.

Medals and Certificates

Athletes placing 1%, 2", and 3" will be awarded gold, silver, and bronze

medals, respectively, along with a certificate.

3. Club Trophies

The top five clubs with the highest total points will be awarded trophies.

The points is calculated from:

® Ateam relay that places 1% and breaks the Thailand national record
will be awarded 50 points.

® In the case of a relay team with any foreign athlete, the result will
not be recorded as a Thailand national record but will instead be

recognized as a Championship Record.

Tie-Breaking Criteria

a. In the event of a tie in total points, rankings will be determined
by the number of gold, silver, and

b. If the medal counts are also identical, the club with the smaller

number of athletes will be ranked higher.

Protest of

Competition Results

A team manager or coach wishing to lodge a protest must submit a written
protest together with a deposit of 3,000 THB (three thousand baht) to the
Referee within 3 0 minutes after the official announcement of the
competition results for that event.

If the protest is upheld by the Competition Committee, the deposit will be
refunded.

If the protest is denied, the deposit will be forfeited.

Protests regarding athlete eligibility must be raised and concluded during

the Team Managers’ Meeting only

Withdrawal
From

Competition

Swimmers may withdraw from competition either during the Team
Managers’ Meeting or during the competition itself.

In the case of any other issues, the matter will be considered by the
Competition Committee, and the Committee’s decision shall be deemed
final and binding.

If a swimmer withdraws from competition on any given day, they will be

considered to have forfeited all events scheduled for that same day.

Accidents and Loss of
Property

In the event of any accident occurring during the competition, the
Organizing Committee shall not be held responsible under any

circumstances.




In the case of loss of property belonging to athletes, coaches, or
any other officials, the Organizing Committee shall likewise bear no

responsibility whatsoever.
